For those new to 
Pinecrest: the Pinehurst 
Country Club typically 
does a fireworks show 
shortly after dusk for their 
members, and we can get 
a great view from the 
south side of the 
neighborhood and from 
the park.  

The park receives many 
extra visitors throughout 
the day and evening, and 
there has been garbage 
left behind in some past 
years. PLEASE bag all 
trash and take your own 
trash to your home bin if 
possible, so that visitors 
from outside the 
neighborhood can use 
the park bins. Dispose of 
trash properly so that we 
can avoid litter and 
attracting skunks, rats, 
raccoons, flies, etc.  

Reminder: Per District 4 
police, ALL fireworks 
are illegal in Denver 
aside from professional 
shows. To report 
fireworks, call 720-913-
2000 (non-emergency 
police number). When 
dispatch asks if you want 
contact, you must say 
Yes for police to come 

out. Or call the 
fireworks hotline at 
720-913-2059.  

Penalties for violations 
are up to $999 in fines 
and/or court costs, and 
up to 1 year in jail.
