Safety Update 

 
Now that winter weather has arrived, I would 
like to remind everyone of a few things that 
will help keep you and your family safe. 
 
First, be sure to LOCK UP everything. Lock 
your car, all doors and windows around your 
home, sheds and gates.  
Second, remove snow from sidewalks within 
24 hours of the last snowfall. This is a safety 
issue and you can be ticketed for not doing it 
in a timely manner. Be careful while shoveling 
and clearing snow. This can be a strenuous 
activity.  
Third, do not leave your vehicle running 
unattended (puffing). You can be ticketed for 
doing this and thieves cruise through 
neighborhoods looking for running cars in 
driveways. If you have a remote start system 
in your vehicle, make sure it is functioning 
properly to prevent your vehicle from being 
stolen. And lastly, if you use portable heaters 
in your home, please do not leave them 
running unattended.
